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Pursuant to section 724 of the Criminal Code, West Coast Fishculture (Lois Lake) Ltd.
(“West Coast thibughsits counkel, and @dwn counsel agree to the following

facts for the purpose of sentencing:

West Coast Fishculture

1. Atthe time of the offence, West Coast Fishculture was a private company owned
100% by AgriMarine Industries | n c . ( “ A gasubbdiaryiofrAgriMarine
Holdings Inc., which in turn is owned by Dundee Corporation, a publicly listed

investment company.

2. AgriMarine developed a solid walled containment tank technology as an alternative
to the net pens predominately used in the aquaculture industry. The tank system
was designed to address a number of persistent issues common in net pen farming,
such as escapes resulting from damage and predators, oxygen level fluctuations,
temperature variations (in particular mortality-inducing high temperatures in summer
months), sea lice and algae blooms etc. AgriMarine acquired West Coast Fishculture
in 2013; at that time West Coast Fishculture was a small family-owned aquaculture
facility operating a land-based hatchery and lake-based net pens in Lois Lake,

British Columbia.

3. AgriMarine acquired West Coast Fishculture in order to have a facility to deploy and
test their aquaculture tanks. In 2012, in anticipation of acquisition by AgriMarine,
West Coast Fishculture applied for an amendment to its tenure area for the purposes
of accommodating the initial six tanks installed, and future expansion. The

amendment was granted in 2015.

4. During the time period of the offence, West Coast Fishculture operated an
aquaculture facility including a land-based hatchery and lake-based tanks and pens
in Lois Lake, British Columbia. The aquaculture facility was stocked with Rainbow

Trout, which were then sold for human consumption.

5. Overtheyears2018-2 022, West Coast Fishculture’

$9.3 million and its reported sales of fish were approximately five to nine million

dollars each year.

7. The provincial government issues tenures under the Land Act for Aquaculture
Operations in B.C.. A landfile number is assigned to each tenure issued. The British
Columbia Ministry of Forests, Lands, Natural Resource Operations, and Rural
Development (“FLNRQO”) issued a tenure of occupation to West Coast Fishculture for
the purpose of conducting aquaculture on landfile 2404177 and landfile 2403659.
Landfile 2404177 is located in Lois Lake, British Columbia. Landfile 2403659 is a
land-based tenure adjacent to Lois Lake, British Columbia.

8. The Lake-Based Licence states that the location that the licence applies to is landfile
2404177.

9. The Land-Based Licence states that the location that the licence applies to is landfile
2403659.

June 3, 2021 Inspection of West Coast Fishculture

10. On January 8, 2021, and April 16, 2021, DFO received complaints from the public
about the aquaculture facility being operated by West Coast Fishculture at Lois
Lake. The complaints involved concerns about fish escaping from the lake-based

pens and there being no netting in place on the pens.



11.0n June 3, 2021, Fishery Officer Tomlinson and DFO Aquaculture biologists Byron
Andres and Cristopher Macdonald attended Lois Lake to conduct site inspections of
both the lake-based and land-based aquaculture facilities operated by West Coast
Fishculture.

12. During the inspection of the lake-based facility, Fishery Officer Tomlinson observed
that the operation of the facility was not in compliance with certain conditions of

licence, including:

a) Jump netting was improperly installed or not secured on 5 of 6 pens;

b) Only one of the pens had bird netting installed;

c) Inthe one pen with bird netting, a great blue heron had gotten into the pen
and died;

d) None of the fish in the active pens were adipose clipped;

e) No signage of any kind was observed on the infrastructure, including docking
stations or restricted access;

) The “raceway” on the Western end of t
installed; and

g) The onsite manager was unable to provide any records of above-water

inspections other than the two previous days (June 1 and 2, 2021).

Subsequent to receiving correspondence in July 2021 from DFO regarding the
inspection in June 2021, West Coast Fishculture communicated with DFO over the

next several months and addressed and resolved the issues identified.

13. During the inspection, DFO biologist, Mr. Macdonald took Global Positioning System
(GPS) locationso f We st Co a s tstruktiures imtaislLake, maudisg both

the decommissioned net pens and the tank facilities currently populated with fish.

14. During the inspection, Fishery Officer Tomlinson and DFO biologist, Mr. Andres met
Mr. Robert Haines at an office at the land-based facility. Mr. Haines identified himself
as the farm manager for the entire facility, Mr. Sean Wilton as the director of West

Coast Fishculture, and Mr. Rob Leckie as the CEO of AgriMarine Holdings.

Mr. Haines stated that the 6 pen array in Lois Lake was outside of the tenure
boundary and that Mr. Wilton was aware of this. Mr. Haines further stated that he, on
behalf of West Coast Fishculture, was in the process of amending its tenure with the

province.

As Fishery Officer Tomlinson and DFO biologist, Mr. Andres departed, Mr. Haines
acknowledged the deficiencies identified and stated that he expected

correspondence from DFO as a result of the inspection.

West Coast Fishculture Operating Outside of Tenure

On June 8, 2021, Fishery Officer Tomlinson met with DFO biologist, Mr. Andres. Mr.
Andres had plotted preliminary GPS points of the facility from the June 3, 2021,
inspection on a Google Earth image with landfile 2404177 overlaid. The only portion
of WestCoas t F i s h c u-bdsad faellity shat las lacively being used for
aguaculture, including 6 pens and a raceway, was not situated within landfile
2402177; it was 300-500 metres off-tenure.

On June 8, 2021, Fishery Officer Tomlinson called Jordan Wagner, Senior Land
Officer, Aquaculture at FLNRO. Ms. Wagner stated that she had received
correspondence from West Coast Fishculture dated May 4, 2021, inquiring about
realigning their tenure. Ms. Wagner confirmed that information had been supplied to
West Coast Fishculture, but they had not yet applied to amend their tenure. Ms.
Wagner looked at an aerial image in her office and confirmed that the circular pens

being operated by West Coast Fishculture in the photograph were off tenure.

On July 9, 2021, Fisher Officer Tomlinson sent a letter to West Coast Fishculture

explaining the following:

a) that there were numerous instances of non-compliance with the aquaculture
licence conditions that were observed during the inspection on June 3, 2021,

and how to take action to correct the issues of non-compliance;

b) that the infrastructure at Lois Lake was not located within the licence tenure.
All active infrastructure (i.e. pens with fish in it) was located several hundred
metres beyond the tenure boundary and as such, the facility was not licenced

to conduct aquaculture in its present location;

c) that DFO was willing to work with West Coast Fishculture to bring their facility
into compliance with their licence and that DFO required West Coast
Fishculture to submit a plan by July 30, 2021, to remove all fish from the
unlicensed facility within 90 days and remove all infrastructure from outside

the tenure boundary in as timely a manner as possible;

d) that no fish could be legally transferred to the unlicensed facility from any

source while it remained outside of the tenured area; and

e) that DFO was investigating West Coast Fishculture in regards to the issues of

non-compliance identified in the letter.

As outlined in paragraphs 6-9 above, at all times during the offence period West

Coast Fishculture held an aguaculture licence and a Provincial tenure.

On July 30, 2021, Agrimarine Holdings Inc. sent correspondence to DFO requesting
a one-year extension to July 9, 2022, to address the tenure boundary compliance
issues and stating that if the extension could not be granted, the infrastructure could

be moved into the existing boundary by October 9, 2021.
